Security:
Uses State’s Authorization and Authentication engine to enable an enhanced level of security that is easily managed by DOE staff.  Internal DOE staff can use a single user id for multiple applications.

Department of Education:

This work is currently performed on the mainframe.  The application moves onto a robust, less expensive server platform.

Able to analyze data more efficiently and more easily generate many different types of reports.
Web-based access using any PC rather than requiring a dedicated terminal and connection.
Staff will be able to more efficiently process new license applications.
License reprints are easier and more efficiently handled by staff.
Practitioners:
Able to update demographic information in real time, on-line at any time.
Licenses renewals can be made via the Internet 24 hours a day.
Duplicate license requests may be made through the Web interface.  Email messages are automatically generated and sent to the practitioner, providing confirmation of the request and providing the anticipated license delivery date.
New payment options are introduced including electronic payment using MasterCard, Visa and electronic checks.

College Official:
Use the Web interface to more easily recommend new teachers for licenses as well as current teachers for new endorsements.
The Public:
Parents and concerned citizens will be able to verify that the teachers and administrators in their local schools are properly licensed.  They can search by name within a school or district and view their licenses and endorsements as well as assigned grades.
