IECDB – Personal Financial Disclosures electronic filing system
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Goal:  Create electronic filing system for filing of executive branch personal financial disclosure statement.
Project Purpose:  Reduce cost, increase the efficiency, and comply with regulatory standards. As more users are estimated to choose electronic filing instead of paper based filing because of the convenience and efficiency, the proposed initiative on a long term basis is projected to offer cost savings and increased returns on customer investment due to decreased cost of handling the paper work.

Background:  Personal financial disclosure statements are currently filed on paper.   Staff then audits and scans for viewing on the Board website.
