	ORIGINAL REQUIREMENT
	CHANGE/ENHANCEMENT REQUESTED

	Use Roman Numerals for reference to all dock classes.  Example – Class I, Class II, Class III and Class IV.  Al documentation received from the client used roman numerals.  A document received from the client has been embedded as an example.
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	All Dock classes need to use regular numbers.  Class 1, Class 2, Class 3 and Class 4.
This is a large impact because all content and programming currently use the roman numerals.

	City/County selection
	Change the City/County selection to “Government”.
This affects content and code.

	Hide Permit Numbers from Customers
The permit number displays to the customer as well as prints on the email that is sent out once a dock is registered.


	The change requested is to “hide” the permit numbers from the customers and not display them on the website or the email at the time the registration is completed.


	
	Add the ability to search accounts.


	
	Add the ability to Edit active docks.  The District Secretary Actor will need the ability to edit dock permits that are currently active in the system.

	One dock per permit.
	Class 2, 3, and 4 docks applications need the ability to add additional docks to the same application.  There will be several docks with the same permit number.

	The current requirement has the system setting the expiration date based upon the date the application was entered into the system.
The existing dock permits are being added to the system by a data conversion.
	New Request – District Secretary actors will have the ability to enter existing docks into the system.  This is temporary functionality to allow the Actors to set expiration dates.  This work-around will be allowed through 12/15/2008.

	Received approval letter to be used from the DNR staff
	Changes to Approval letter.

	When a dock permit changes a new permit is created.
	When an existing dock permit converts from a Class 1 to a Class 3 the same permit number needs to be used.

	The Dock application has certain fields that are required in order to complete the application.  The Dock application can be completed by the Public Actor or the District Secretary Actor and the application required fields are the same for both Actors.
	Request to remove the required from the following fields from the District Secretary Actor:

For Riparian Owner and Exceptions:

· Address

· Phone

· Email

	There is information to call the appropriate District Office for transfer of ownership of docks.  This was determined to be needed to be handled manually since most transfers are initiated by the Buyer and not the Seller and the Buyer would not have an account within the system in which they could login and initiate the transfer.
	Need to provide the transfer of ownership of a dock permit to the new property owner and as Public users create an account, must have the ability to claim an existing dock permit in the previously entered in the system

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DOCK RULES


1. NO exceptions for Class 1. OK

2. If Class 1 Measurements (even if common dock) BUT any of the following TRUE: Platform too big, has Mooring Buoy or Swim Raft, Then BUMP to Class 3. OK

3. If Class 1 measurements, but D1 is greater than 20 ft on a natural lake, BUMP to Class 3. OK

4. If Class 1 measurements but Platform size (D1*D2) greater than 200 ft on a natural lake, BUMP to Class 3. OK

5. No D1 limit on Class 3, but must meet the Platform max of 240 ft. OK

6. No D1 limit for Class 2 and 4. OK

7. Class 1 has 2 hoist limit, if used by adjoining shoreline neighbor then 6 is the limit, (3 per shoreline) BUT if more than 6 then BUMP to Class 3. OK

8. Class 3 has 4 hoist limit, IF more have to pay. OK

9. All classes must meet 1 hoist per 10 ft of shoreline, if not, MAY file exception. OK

10. All classes must meet offsets – if they cannot meet offsets they will need an exception.   OK

11. If Class 1 measurements, but don’t have 5 ft or greater offsets then bump to Class 3 with Exception OK

12. If Class 1 measurements with 2 hoists BUT less than 20 ft of shoreline property, OR

13. If Class 1 measurements with 1 hoist BUT less than 10 ft of shoreline property BUMP to class 3 with exception. OK

14. Allow 0 lengths for (L ) or (T) or (length to 3 ft of water),or (Distance to property left of the dock) or (Distance to property right of the dock) for all classes.  OK

Notes:


If two Rules are broken system will require an exception but does NOT say both Rules are broken


Example


Class 1 measurement with 1 hoist BUT less than 10 ft of shoreline property.


This scenario will also not meet Offsets. They will get an exception link where they can check both hoists, and offsets. OK

NATURAL LAKE


1. If the dock length exceeds 300 ft length, raise an error – will need an exception.

2. If the dock length is more than 100 ft but less than 300 ft, 


a. If it is a Private dock, and the difference between dock length (A) and 3ft depth distance (B) is more than 50 ft. [i.e.,  (A – B) > 50 ft.] bump the dock to a class 3* permit. If (A-B) is more than 80 ft on a class 3, raise an error - will need an exception.

b. If it is a Government (City/County) dock, the allowed difference between dock length (A) and 3ft depth distance (B) is 80 ft. [i.e.,  (A – B) > 80 ft.]. If (A-B) is more than 80 ft, raise an error - will need an exception.

c. If it is a Commercial dock, and the difference between dock length (A) and 3ft depth distance (B) is more than 80 ft. [i.e.,  (A – B) > 80 ft.], raise an error - will need an exception.

* - For class 3 permit, the allowed (A-B) is 80 ft.


For the above four cases, a dock exception can be submitted to bypass this rule, for class 2, 3 or 4. OK

ARTIFICAL LAKE or RIVER


Raise an error, if the dock length is more than 50 ft. A dock exception can be submitted to bypass this rule for class 2, 3 or 4. OK

OFFSET RULES


If a dock has less than 5 ft offset to the property on the right or the left: 


1. If it is a Private dock, bump the dock to a class 3, and raise an error - will need an exception.

2. If it is a Government (City/County) or Commercial dock, raise and error - will need an exception.

An exception can be submitted to bypass the above rules, for a class 2, 3 or 4. OK

Offset exemption is provided for the following bodies of water – the following list are allowed an exemption to the offset but need to meet the other standards.

1. Lake Delhi


2. Lake Panorama


3. West Okoboji - canals 


4. Okoboji Harbor


5. Clear Lake - Harbourage - inside harbor


6. Clear Lake - Venetial Village Canal


7. Lake Macbride - Cottage Reserve


8. Lake Manawa – canals

· For classes 2, 3, and 4 a dock diagram is required with the application (the application for the Public Actor – not the District Secretary Actor)

· Class II can have an exception – no payment required.

· Dock length cannot be more than 300 feet for all classes.

· A dock on an artificial lake can be no more than 50 ft or ¼ of the width of the body of water.  This should never be more than 50ft.

· Class 4 has 6 hoist limit, if more have to pay.


· If D1 (length of L or T segment) is greater than 0, then D1 should be greater than or equal to C (dock width). 


If D1 > 0, then D1 >= C.


· The maximum of the length of L or T segment (D1) or dock width (C), plus the offsets to the adjacent properties (G1 and G2), should be lesser than the width of the shoreline property (E). 


max (D1,C) + G1 + G2 <= E.
